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Jam Tam
Named after a wonderful and inspiring lady.
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Materials

Yarn: size 5 (bulky)
      Yarn used in sample: Lion Brand Tweed Stripes, Prism
Crochet Hooks: I, J
Miscellaneous: yarn needle
Gauge: 4" = 12hdc and 9 rounds
Sizes: Toddler, Child, Teen/Adult
For in between sizes, try using an I hook.
Notes: All sizes start the same. Continue working increase rounds until desired size is 
noted, then skip to “body”. Do not join at the end of each round. This hat is worked in a continuous round to avoid a “seam” look. Use a marker (such as a scrap piece of yarn) to keep track of the beginning of the round.

Directions: With J hook and yarn, Ch 6 (or magic loop of 6sts), join and pull closed.
1. 2sc in each stitch around (12sts).

2. *2hdc in next stitch, 2hdc in next stitch, hdc*, repeat to end of round (20sts) 

3. *hdc, 2hdc in next st, hdc, 2hdc in next st, hdc*, repeat to end of round (28sts)

4. *hdc 2, 2hdc in next st, hdc 2, 2hdc in next st, hdc*, repeat to end of round (36sts)

5. *hdc 3, 2hdc in next st, hdc 3, 2hdc in next st, hdc*, repeat to end of round (44sts) Toddler
6. *hdc 4, 2hdc in next st, hdc 4, 2hdc in next st, hdc*, repeat to end of round (52sts) Child

7. *hdc 3, 2hdc in next st, hdc 3, 2hdc in next st, hdc 3, 2hdc in next st, hdc*, repeat to end of round, hdc in last st (64sts) Teen/Adult
Body: When increase rows for desired size have been reached, hdc each round, until hat is the following length (measure from top to current round):

Toddler: 7”; Child: 8”; Adult: 9.5”

When length has been reached, sc in next st, sl st. *Ch 1, sc in each stitch around, sl st to join*, repeat from * to * for 3 rounds (toddler); 4 rounds (child); 5 rounds (teen adult).

Note: for smaller sizes of each, switch to an I hook for the sc rounds.

Brim: Instructions are written with counts shown as follows: Toddler (Child, teen/adult)

Place a marker, such as a scrap piece of yarn or safety pin, in current st. 

Note: it is important to work the entire brim tightly. Don’t hurt your hands or break the yarn, but pull stitches snug. If you crochet loose, consider using an I hook instead.

The first stitch of each row is worked in the same stitch as the ch.

Using a J hook, sl st in the next 24 (27, 29) sts. Turn.

Ch 1, (working over previous sl st row for extra strength) sc 11 (12, 13), 2sc in next st, sc, 2sc in next st, sc across to end. 26 (29, 31) sts. Turn.

Ch 1, sl st in each stitch across. Turn.

Ch 1, sk first st, (working over previous sl st row) sc, to center, 2sc in center st, sc across to last two sts, sc2tog. 25 (28, 30) sts. Turn.

Ch 1, sc 11 (12, 14), 2sc in next st, sc 3, 2sc in next st, sc across to end.  27 (30, 32). Turn.

*Ch 1, sk first st, sc in each st across to last 2 sc, sc dec, turn.*

Repeat from * to * 3 (4, 5) MORE times. Finish off.
Attach yarn to center back of hat and sc around entire bottom edge, pulling snug at corners of brim and across brim. Be careful NOT to pull tightly across the rest of the hat or it will affect hat size.

Abbreviations: chain (ch), single crochet (sc), half double crochet (hdc), slip stitch (sl st), decrease - single crochet two together (sc2tog), increase – work in the same stitch (2sc), 

When working in the round, I start with a magic loop of x amount of sts. Others prefer to start with a ch, join with a slip stitch to create a ring, and work x amount of stitches into the ring.

for brand new babies to adult men

I prefer to make hats approximately 1” smaller than the head circumference so they will stretch and not be too big.

Note: All measurements are approximate and based on “average” head sizes according to several online sources. Hat “height” is the measurement from top of crown to bottom edge.
